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On May 28, at the World Health Assembly held in Geneva, Switzerland, the Ministry of Health,
Labour and Welfare (MHLW) officially announced its participation in the Alliance for
Transformative Action on Climate and Health (ATACH), which is administered by the World
Health Organization (WHO). The importance of addressing climate change and interconnected
health issues is growing amid concerns over the impact of climate change on people's health.
